a breach of interactional or formal justice,
negatively affects people’s perceptions of fairness
and generalized trust. Corruption can be
understood as a collective action problem, and
social trust can help solve such collective action
problems. Various Empirical studies all over the
world, have found considerable evidence for the
reciprocal causal relationship between social
trust and corruption. On the one hand, there
seems to be a vicious circle of low trust, high
corruption, and high inequality, thus creating
an inequality trap. On the other hand, there is a
virtuous circle of high trust, low corruption, and
low inequality, resulting in multiple equilibria.

The best tonic for depleted trust is heightened
transparency. The best way to fight corruption,
therefore automatically becomes to put in place
robust, accountable, and transparent systems.
When we say no to Corruption, we have to fill
in all the cracks in the various institutional
frameworks that might let corruption creep in.
This is the exact place, where digitization and
automation offer the most promise.

Educating ourselves and developing our systems,
processes and ethics, in the most transparent and
engaging manner is our commitment towards
eradicating the plague of Corruption. We stand
together, committed to India, working tirelessly
to root out corruption. In doing so, we pave the
way for a brighter, more equitable future for all.
